The
students are divided into groups and are assigned to conduct planning related projects.
Seminars on current planning issues in Hong Kong will be conducted to provide
students with the most updated knowledge in the field. In addition, planning issues in
major cities in China Mainland as well as overseas countries might also be covered to
widen students’ perspective on urban problems in the international context.
Professionals in the field will be invited to deliver guest seminars to the students to
provide students with up-to-date knowledge in the planning and development
profession.
