A group of Optometry students conducted vision screening for and
promoted personal hygiene to over 1,000 primary school pupils and some
300 secondary school students in Tengxian, Guangxi, China. Those having
eyesight problems were prescribed free spectacles. The project also helped
identify and explore the recent ocular health status of children in rural China.
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Reaching Out to Social and Community Needs by Geomatics
- Department of Land Surveying and Geo-Informatics

Four students from the Department of Land Surveying and Geo-Informatics
made use of the Global Positioning System to produce a user-friendly map
with photos on a farm of Guangzhou Huiling, a welfare agency in the Chinese
mainland, and put it onto Google. Using the knowledge of IT, the students
designed an official website for the agency. They also created an entry on
Huiling in Wikipedia. All these enhanced the agency's visibility.
