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Peer and teacher feedback in online English language learning 
The role of feedback in English – either as a second or foreign language – learning is best understood in the socio-constructivist paradigm that views knowledge as co-constructed and learning as a collaborative activity. This understanding emphasizes interaction and reciprocal engagement: students are conceptualized as active agents ready to act upon information given, rather than as passive recipients of feedback information. 
The paper reports on the findings of an ongoing funded project in a Hong Kong university that supports student engagement with feedback and English language learning using an ePortfolio system. Two feedback methods that support student-peer and student-teacher dialogue are described, along with analyses of over 800 feedback comments in relation to English language learning. The findings provide valuable information for language practitioners when considering feedback practices that may have felicitous effects on students’ readiness to engage with feedback for learning.
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
