Chinese Paper Cutting Workshop
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Paper cutting is a traditional art of China. Instead of using pens,
this art form uses scissors to express ideas and imagination. Based
on Ying Jian (negative cut) and Yang Jian (posifive cut), various
techniques like fold-and-cut, flat-cut, stacking papers and
hollowing out are featured. This workshop infroduces participants
to the history of Chinese paper cutting and its different styles.
Participants will learn fundamental paper cutting techniques and
create six delicate pieces of workshop such as butterfly, bird,

flowers, etc.
