Spencerian calligraphy is a script that was used in the United
States from approximately 1850 to 1925 and was considered the
American standard writing style for business correspondence
prior to the widespread adoption of the typewriter. lts strokes are
graceful and rhythmic, and letterforms are characterized by
flowing loops and flourishes. This workshop will allow participants
to explore and experience the writing techniques behind these

elegant fonts.

Mr Travis Ying has a Master of Fine Arts and a Bachelor of
Education. He has been learning calligraphy for more than 15
years, and is devoted to the visual arts. He has created his own
style of hand lettering, including Modern Gothic and Brush
Calligraphy. In 2014, he was invited by the 43rd Hong Kong Arts
Festival Artists-in-Residence Programme to be the local artist
collaborating with Paper Cinema renowned artists from the UK—
to organize and run art workshops with targeted secondary
