
The EEPRS Programme

Effective English for Postgraduate Research Students (EEPRS) was launched in September 1998 to provide support, advice, and guidance to postgraduate research students at the Hong Kong Polytechnic University. Organized by the PolyU Department of English, it is still one of the only programme of its kind in Hong Kong.

During its first two years, EEPRS has provided help and support to more than 1,000 workshop and mentoring session participants from every department at the PolyU, through more than 100 one-to-one, face-to-face mentoring sessions, and more than 50 general, department-specific and faculty-specific workshops and tailored courses. The feedback from research students and staff has been extremely positive, and awareness of the value and contributions of the EEPRS programme continue to grow (This feedback is fully documented in the EEPRS 1998-2000 report). Consequently, the EEPRS programme has recently been funded to provide three additional years of advanced English for Academic Purposes (EAP) support at the PolyU, from 2000 to 2003.
