3. Before applying for or approving the credit transfer, a student, the Chief Supervisor and the Department/School should consider that an MPhil student must complete at least three credits with a letter grade and a PhD student must complete at least six credits with a letter grade to allow for a meaningful calculation of the qualifying GPA.
4. The D/SRC should normally recommend the equivalent subject to claim the credits, either a compulsory/elective RPg subject offered by the host Department/School or a 3-credit elective subject designated for credit transfer namely “Transferred Credits for Research Postgraduate Subject” (subject code: AR6003A or AR6003B). If the recommended equivalent RPg subject is not offered by the host Department/School, endorsement from the subject lecturer of the subject concerned will also be required.

5. The D/SRC (and the subject lecturer where applicable) shall consider assigning an appropriate grade or rejecting the credit transfer with due consideration to the academic equivalence of the subjects concerned and the comparability of the grading systems adopted by the University and the other institutions for the approval of the HoD/DoS.
