THE HONG KONG MARITIME AND LOGISTI_CS

SCHOLARSHIP SCHEME 2026/27

The Government of the Hong Kong Special Administrative Region of the People’s Republic of China has set up the
Hong Kong Maritime and Logistics Scholarship Scheme (Scholarship) in PolyU for the academic year 2026/27 to
support students enrolled on the full-time stream* under PolyU’s MSc in International Shipping and Transport
Logistics programme (MScISTL). The Scholarship aims to expand the manpower of the maritime industry in Hong
Kong. It is now open for application with details as follows:

Eligibility

Local, Mainland China and overseas graduates wishing to enroll on the full-time stream under MScISTL programme
offered by the Department of Logistics and Maritime Studies (LMS) of PolyU, and having met the following entrance
requirements of the programme:

Local Applicants
A Bachelor's degree in any discipline.

Mainland China and Overseas Applicants
A Bachelor's degree in International Shipping or Maritime Studies or other relevant disciplines with:
i) English being the Medium of Instruction; OR
ii) English not being the Medium of Instruction, then applicants are also required to meet either one of the following
requirements:
- An |[ELTS Academic Test with a score of at least 6; or
- A TOEFL Paper-based test score of at least 550, including a score of at least 4.5 in the Test of Written English; or
- ATOEFL Internet-based test score of at least 80, including a score of at least 20 in the Test of Written English.

Programme features

* This programme is designed for holders of a
bachelor’s degree who aspire to develop a career in
the Hong Kong maritime and logistics industries.

* Most classes are scheduled on weekday evenings.

* This is a specialist academic programme with a
multi-disciplinary curriculum.

e Students learn through lectures, seminars,
presentations, case studies and industrial visits.

* Graduates are granted full exemption from the
Qualifying Examination of The Chartered Institute of
Logistics and Transport in Hong Kong.

Candidates are required to submit applications for the programme and the Scholarship through the eAdmission System

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Selection Criteria

* Academic merit;

* Commitment to undertaking the full-time stream of the programme with 40 academic credits and 6 training credits
of Maritime Industry Internship (exemption may be granted to local scholarship recipients with relevant
internship/work experience);

* Commitment to serving in the maritime industry in Hong Kong.

Selection Process
The PolyU and the Scholarship’s selection panel will select suitable candidates for an interview according to the
aforementioned selection criteria.

Conditions of Award (subject to review)

1. The recipients are not allowed to concurrently hold any other local merit-based incentives during the studies of the
MScISTL programme.

2. The recipients are required to complete the MScISTL programme, covering 40 academic credits and 6 training credits
of Maritime Industry Internship (exemption may be granted to local scholarship recipients with relevant
internship/work experience).

3. Within 3 calendar months upon successful completion of the MScISTL programme, the recipients should start
working full time in the maritime industry in Hong Kong for a period of not less than 24 consecutive calendar
months or 36 consecutive calendar months.

In case the recipient fails to fulfill any one of the above conditions, he/she is required to refund the scholarship received
in full to the Scholarship Scheme. Each recipient is required to sign an undertaking to the effect of conditions above,
which shall form a contract between the Scholarship Scheme and the recipient.

Programme Curriculum (subject to review)
i) Programme Duration

Normal Duration: 2 years Subjects Credits
(can be shorter depending on pace of study) 2 Compulsory Subjects AND 4
4 International Shipping Core Subjects AND 12

ii) Programme Structure
The "40+6" credit structure
is shown on the right:

3 Restricted Elective Subjects AND 9
5 Free Elective Subjects
3 Free Elective Subjects + Project (6 credits)

iii) Programme Mode 240-hour Maritime Industry Internship (training credits) (6)
In this full-time stream, most classes are
scheduled on weekday evenings. Full-time students should take at least 3 subjects (i.e. 9 credits) in each regular
semester.
