The final report will require students to address the MSc BM programme learning
outcomes ‘Global Outlook’. The final report normally consists of 6,500 words
(excluding tables, figures, references and appendices), with an absolute maximum of
8,000 words. The final report should be completed within seven weeks of
commencement of this subject. The final report will account for 100% of the subject,
of which 40% will be on the appropriateness of the methodology and effort, and 60%
will be on the final report write-up.
