Role and Purposes

This is a fallback arrangement for the subject “AF5626 China Immersion
Experience” for MSc in China Business Studies Programme. Students who are unable
to undertake AF5626 for exceptional reasons/under extenuating circumstance will
take this subject and its co-requisite “Introduction to Research Methods in Business”
with the Programme Director’s special approval to replace AF5626. It enables
students of MSc in China Business Studies programme to achieve the programme
outcomes “Business Ethics in China” (Outcome 2) and “Cultural Impact on China
Business” (Outcome 3).

To pass this subject, students are required to obtain Grade D or above in the
overall subject grade.

The proposal should constitute a firm plan of work and should clearly identify
the problem or issue to be investigated, along with a clear methodology for the
project. The project topic should be within the scope of the award and has a
clear problem-solving focus.

The final report will require students to address the MSc CBS programme
learning outcome a “Evaluate developments in the Chinese business environment,
and their impact on both domestic and foreign business organizations”. The final
report normally consists of 6,500 words (excluding tables, figures, references and
appendices), with an absolute maximum of 8,000 words. The final report should
be completed within seven weeks of commencement of this subject. The report
will be evaluated based on following aspects: the appropriateness of the research
question (10%), the appropriateness of the methodology (30%) and effort and
writing (40%).
