What will students do to serve? The project will focus on serving one poor rural village in Guangdong. 

The project aims to allow students in the subject to gain first hand 

experiences in understanding the poverty faced by the peasants and 

“floating population” (peasant workers) in the Pearl River Delta. The 

project will facilitate the rural villagers and peasant workers to 

strengthen their fair trade network and social enterprises in Guangzhou 

through our students’ professional knowledge and creativity.  Students 

are expected to commit themselves to 12 days at the summer semester 

to delivery services.
