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Building leadership foundation for master’s students 

Led by Dr Patrick Kor, Assistant Professor, a 3-day leadership training and team-building camp

was organised on 19-21 December 2023 for students on the Master of Nursing programme.

Based on the Action-Centred Leadership model, the leadership training programme was

tailored to test the students’ ability in balancing task needs, team maintenance needs, and

individual needs, which is essential for effective leadership. The students were engaged in the

‘boat sailing’ activity and the team crossover aerial challenge. Strong leadership was a must

for navigation to be worked out in sailing the ‘boat’. The students coordinated their members

to work together to contend with wind and waves for achieving their ‘sea missions’.

First nursing researcher awarded Global STEM Professorship 

Prof. Janelle Yorke, Head of the School of Nursing & Chair Professor of Nursing, has been awarded the HKSAR
Global STEM Professorship. She is the first nursing researcher in Hong Kong who has gained such an honour.

The Global STEM Professorship is awarded to accomplished scholars in Science, Technology, Engineering and
Mathematics (STEM). Professor Yorke’s achievement is a recognition from the HKSAR Government to the Faculty
and the School of Nursing in our contributions to healthcare and nursing development.

As a Global STEM Professor, Prof. Yorke will be provided with research personnel and
space to establish a Digital Oncology Care Enhancement Laboratory that will work
towards establishing an electronic-patient-reported outcomes measures (ePROMs)
programme for real-time patient monitoring and a suite of linked digital self-management
interventions. The work will involve original research alongside real-world implementation
into clinical practice, to inform best practice and improve patient outcomes.
