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The Hong Kong Polytechnic University and Sichuan University jointly setup China's first
“Institute for Disaster Management and Reconstruction” {(IDMR) which would be
officially launched in 2013. The Institute is first of its kind on “disaster preparedness,
disaster risk reduction and disaster reconstruction” on Chinese Mainland. Not only will it
provide training in healthcare, rehabilitation and disaster management, it aspires to
become a wortld-class disaster management research center serving the whole nation,
fostering closer collaboration between Chinese Mainland and the global community in
the related research area. This large-scale project was funded by a sizable donation
from The Hong Kong Jockey Club. Approved by the Ministry of Education, the two
universities will joinly organize the Master of Science in Disaster Nursing that will be
commenced in 2013.
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In an emerging global professional community, this programme will further develop
students’ competences at both the personal and professional levels, while providing
important collaborative links between academics in the host School and other




universities in China. It is anticipated that graduates of the programme will be
competent to function as practitioners and leaders in disaster prevention/mitigation and
preparedness, response, and recovery/rehabilitation in meeting the health needs of
disaster populations.

This programme aims to develop graduates who are capable of working in a
disaster-affected healthcare system to deal with the complexities of disasters. There is
a growing consensus in the international nursing community addressing the
importance of equipping nurses with appropriate competences and strengthening their
role in disaster health care. The programme is intended to empower mainland Chinese
nurses by collaborating with West China School of Nursing, Sichuan University to
develop a new specialty in disaster nursing.
