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The origins of Weiqi are shrouded in the mists of ancient Chinese
history, but the game is thought to have originated over 4000
years ago. The ancients often used the Four Arts - Gugin, Chess,
Calligraphy and Painting - to represent the four main academic and
artistic accomplishments required of the ancient Chinese scholar,
and the Chess refers to Weigi. The rules of Weiqi are simple, but
the gameplay is ever-changing. This course will introduce a brief
history and the rules of Weigqi to participants, as well as teaching

them the fundamental techniques to play the game.

Mr Ho Kwai-cheung is a cerfified Weigi coach approved by the
Hong Kong Go Association, who has practised Weiqi for more
than ten years, and He has a deep understanding of the history
and culture of Weiqi. He has acted as co-ordinator for the highest
level of competition in Hong Kong - the Hong Kong Amateur
Weiqgi Open and has been among the top eight winners in the
Hong Kong Weigi Open. He has also played for Hong Kong in

international tournaments.
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
